Browser Configuration

General

The application is designed to be compatible with any browser, and has been thoroughly tested with all major browsers. 

Cookies

In order to associate your requests with the active session on the server in a secure way, your browser is responsible for transmitting what's known as a 'Cookie' - a little piece of data which contains a key used to access your session. These are used all over the web for this particular purpose, including online banking and many webmail services.

Unfortunately, cookies can be used for malicious purposes as well. For this reason, they are frequently blocked by browsers, which will result in an inability to properly use the International Nutrition Survey. In most browsers, you have the ability to control cookie behaviour through a "Privacy" menu. Furthermore, most browsers allow you to set cookie settings on a per site basis. This site falls under the umbrella of Queen's University, and as such should be regarded as trustworthy. 

The following sections will describe how to selectively allow cookies from the queensu.ca domain in Internet Explorer 6 and Mozilla Firefox, which together account for approximately 80% of all browsers. Allowing Cookies: Internet Explorer

1. On the main menu, select the Tools submenu 

2. Select "Internet Options" 

3. Select the "Privacy" tab 

4. Click "Sites" 

5. Enter "queensu.ca" in the text box, and click "Allow" 

Allowing Cookies: Mozilla Firefox

1. On the main menu, select the Tools submenu 

2. Select "Options" 

3. Select the "Privacy" tab, and the "Cookies" subtab 

4. Click "Exceptions" 

5. Enter "queensu.ca" in the text box, and click "Allow"
